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Scarning Parish Council Grants Policy and Guidance Notes

Introduction

The Parish Council aims to support charitable and voluntary organisations that benefit the
parish of Scarning.

Who can apply for a grant (Eligibility Criteria)

The Parish Council requires all applicants to comply with the following Eligibility Criteria.
Please read the following carefully before submitting your application:-

- The applicant must be a properly constituted, ‘not for profit’ charity, voluntary, or
community organisation/group

- The organisation/group must be able to demonstrate that any funding from the Parish
Council will directly benefit a significant proportion of the residents of Scarning

- The organisation/group must have an active bank or building society account

Who is NOT eligible for a grant and therefore cannot apply
As examples, the Parish Council will not contribute toward projects which:-

- Benefit a single individual or a small number of individuals

- Contribute toward curriculum based school activities

- Contribute toward activities which are of a political or religious nature

- Contribute toward local or national appeals

- Contribute to organisations/groups whose main objective is to raise funds for other
charitable organisations/groups, or whose fundraising is sent to their central HQ for
redistribution

- Contribute to organisations/groups requesting funding for purposes that are the
responsibility of statutory agencies

- Contribute to a business

- Contribute to projects that are eligible for funding from other local authority funding
sources, unless there is match funding, in which case this should be stated on the
Application Form.

How much can | apply for ?
Grants of up to £2,500 (with larger amounts available in exceptional circumstances) are

available to support charitable or voluntary activities within the parish of Scarning. The Parish
Council will consider each application on its merits and the sum awarded may vary from that



requested. For smaller grant applications (up to £500) please see our Community Grant
Scheme.

When can | apply for a grant ?

Subject to the Council's available funds, applications are accepted at any time of the year, but
are usually considered at the Council’s meetings in April and September. All applications must
therefore be received by no later than 31 March (for April) and 31 August (for September).

All applications must be received by the cut-off date and will only be considered provided the
Parish Council has received all the necessary information. We would therefore advise you to
submit your application within plenty of time.

Applicants are usually informed of the Council’s decision within a week of the relevant Parish
Council meeting and the grant monies are paid in May and October.

How do | apply for a grant ?

If you think you qualify for a grant, please complete our Grant Application Form and return it
to the Council, together with the requested information (as below).

Conditions
Please note the following:-

- Where a grant is awarded towards a capital project, the organisation/group must be
able to demonstrate it has clear plans for raising the full amount of the required
finance. The Parish Council will NOT release funds until it is satisfied that plans are in
place and confirmed.

- Funding must be spent within 12 months of any grant being made and for the purpose
for which the grant was made.

- The organisation/group must provide the Council with a full set of audited accounts,
together with a copy of the organisation/group’s bank statements (for both current
and savings accounts) at the start of the financial year and at the time the grant
application is made.

- The Council reserves the right to request further information regarding the application
form, accounts and bank statements.

- The organisation/group is required to provide a copy of its written constitution,
together with details of its aims and purposes.

- The organisation/group must demonstrate a clear need for funding

- The organisation/group must demonstrate how its project will benefit a substantial
number of the residents of Scarning



- Multiple applications within a 12 month period will not normally be considered unless
there are extenuating circumstances

- Evidence of estimated expenditure must be supplied with the grant application

- Please note that for any application over £1,000 you will need to provide the Council
with at least three quotes from what the Parish Council considers to be reputable
firms

- The Parish Council reserves the right to inspect the purchase of equipment, furniture
and so on, or any building work that has been carried out, to verify that the grant has
been used for the agreed purpose.

- Grants will not be made retrospectively for expenditure already undertaken or
where a project has been completed.

What happens after the grant has been made

Please note that the project for which any grant is made must be commenced within 12
months of receipt of the payment from the Parish Council.

The Parish Council reserves the right to demand repayment of any monies which have not
been used within this 12 month period, or which have not been used for the agreed purpose
of the grant.

Evidence of all expenditure in the form of invoices or receipts must be submitted to the Parish
Council on request. If the total amount of the invoices or receipts is lower than the amount
of the grant, the Parish Council reserves the right to demand repayment of the difference.
Any person/s, or organisation/group, found to be acting dishonestly or illegally in making an
application or spending the grant monies will be reported to the Police, and the Parish Council
will press for prosecution.

Promotion

The Parish Council will ask for recognition from successful applicants in the form of the
promotion of the Parish Council’s involvement on social media or any press release. The Parish
Council will also recognise successful groups in its own reports to residents and on its
website/social media.

Data Privacy

In submitting a Grant Application form, you give permission to Scarning Parish Council to use
the information you provide:-

- for establishing your eligibility for and entitlement to a grant
- for enabling the Parish Council to administer and analyse your application
